Scripture Reflection

As Peter and the other Apostles stand before the San-
hedrin in the First Reading, we remember Jesus’ con-
demnation by that group. The Apostles’ preaching has
been effective, and the Sanhedrin fears it will be blamed
for Jesus’ Crucifixion. Peter boldly asserts that the Apos-
tles are not subject to orders of the court, but only to God,
and their preaching is rooted in the tradition of Israel. Sur-
prisingly, they are dismissed with a reprimand and leave
‘rejoicing that they had been found worthy to suffer dis-
honor” in Christ' name.

John layers many meanings into his stories. As in other
post-Resurrection appearances, the disciples do not
recognize Jesus immediately. Still grieving and con-
fused, they have returned to fishing, but Jesus calls them
away from their nets once again. That moment of recogni-
tion is exciting---for the disciples and for us readers. The
encounter must have felt so familiar---a meal, which in-
cluded both food Jesus had prepared for them and some
they provided from their catch.

The conversation with Peter after the meal is a “call’
story in which Peter must first pledge his love for the
Lord before he is ready for ministry. Jesus begins the
conversation with Peter, asking him if he loves Jesus. It
is a powerful scene, in which Peter is challenged three
times, the same number as his denials, to declare his love
for his teacher. The fearful Peter who denied Jesus three
times prior to his crucifixion is gone, replaced by a Peter
who has been arrested for speaking boldly of the new life to
be found in Jesus’ name. Already told “not to teach in this
name,” Peter and the others could only answer, “We must
obey God rather than any human authority.” It was the
experience of the witness of the risen Jesus that inspired
Peter to speak with boldness.

Saint of the Day-April 11

St. Stanislaus (1030-1079) Patron Saint of: Poland

Anyone who reads the history of Eastern Europe cannot help but chance on the name of
Stanislaus, the saintly but tragic bishop of Krakdw, patron of Poland. He is remembered with Saints
Thomas More (June 22) and Thomas Becket (December 29) for vigorous opposition to the evils of an
unjust government.

Born in Szczepanow near Krakéw on July 26, 1030, he was ordained a priest after being edu-
cated in the cathedral schools of Gniezno, then capital of Poland, and at Paris. He was appointed
preacher and archdeacon to the bishop of Krakdw, where his eloquence and example brought about
real conversion in many of his penitents, both clergy and laity. He became bishop of Krakéw in 1072.

During an expedition against the Grand Duchy of Kiev, Stanislaus became involved in the politi-
cal situation of Poland. Known for his outspokenness, he aimed his attacks at the evils of the peas-
antry and the king, especially the unjust wars and immoral acts of King Boleslaus |I.

The king first excused himself, then made a show of penance, then relapsed into his old ways.
Stanislaus continued his open opposition in spite of charges of treason and threats of death, finally
excommunicating the king. The latter, enraged, ordered soldiers to kill the bishop. When they refused,
the king killed him with his own hands.

Forced to flee to Hungary, Boleslaus supposedly spent the rest of his life as a penitent in the Benedic-
tine abbey in Osiak.

Comment:

John the Baptist, Thomas Becket, Thomas More and Stanislaus are a few of the prophets who
dared to denounce corruption in high places. They follow in the footsteps of Jesus himself, who
pointed out the moral corruption in the religious leadership of his day. It is a risky business: "Let the
one among you who is without sin be the first to throw a stone..." (John 8:7b).

Quote:

"Men desire authority for its own sake that they may bear a rule, command and control other men, and
live un-commanded and uncontrolled themselves" (St. Thomas More, A Dialogue of Comfort).

Catholic saints are holy people and human people who lived extraordinary lives. Each saint the
Church honors responded to God's invitation to use his or her unique gifts. God calls each one of us
to be a saint.
