DFCFMPBFR 11, 2016
SCRIPTURAL REFLFCTTONS

The prophet Isaiah is bursting with good news for
the nations. As the spokesperson of God, Isaiah an-
nounces that a promise of renewal is taking place.
First, the earth will be transformed: the parched land
will bloom with new life. Even more amazing, those
broken in their bodies will be transformed as well: the
deaf will hear, the lame will leap, the blind will see, and
the mute will speak. The power of God brings rejoic-
ing. The graciousness of God knows no bounds; the
most vulnerable, the widows and orphans, are raised
up. Even the stranger is not overlooked.

The Gospel moves to the end of John the Baptist's
life and to his inquiry about whether Jesus is the ex-
pected one, the one he foretold. Jesus' response is
twofold. He frames his answer by describing what he
has done, echoing the prophetic words of Isaiah in the
First Reading. Then he asks the disciples a question
and responds himself by describing the important role
of John as prophet and messenger. As John's role
comes to an end, the role of the one he announced is
unfolding. John offers us a model of waiting, and also
of being committed to our own ministry of announcing
Jesus to a waiting world.

We are encouraged to be patient with ourselves and
the waiting world. St. Francis de Sales says to be pa-
tient with everyone, and most of all with ourselves.
Patience means accepting suffering and delay without
becoming angry or upset. Easier said than done. Pray-
ing for this virtue each day, sometimes often through-
out the day, does help.

Breathe in the Spirit of God and say, "Give me pa-
tience, Lord." Then exhale anger, upset, and impa-
tience. Be patient. Rejoice always. See and be the
signs of God's beauty and bounty in our world today.

Third Sunday of Advent or Gaudete Sunday

Gaudete Sunday (/gau 'dexter/ gow-DAY-tay) is the third Sunday of Advent in the liturgical calendar of the Western
Church, including the Roman Catholic Church, the Anglican Communion, many Lutheran Churches, and other mainline
Protestant churches. It can fall on any date from 11 December to 17 December.

"Gaudete"

The day takes its common name from the Latin word Gaudete (“Rejoice"), the first word of the introit of this day's Mass:
]

Gaudete in Domino semper: iterum dico, gaudete. Modestia vestra nota sit omnibus hominibus: Dominus enim prope
est. Nihil solliciti sitis: sed in omni oratione et obsecratione cum gratiarum actione petitiones vestrae innotescant apud
Deum. Benedixisti Domine terram tuam: avertisti captivitatem Jacob.

This may be translated as: "Rejoice in the Lord always; again I say, rejoice. Let your forbearance be known to all, for the
Lord is near at hand; have no anxiety about anything, but in all things, by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let
your requests be known to God. Lord, you have blessed your land; you have turned away the captivity of Jacob." Philip-
pians 4:4-6; Psalm 85 (84):1

Background

The season of Advent originated as a fast of forty days in preparation for Christmas, commencing on the day after the
feast of St. Martin (11 November), whence it was often called "St. Martin's Lent"—a name by which it was known as early
as the fifth century. In the ninth century, the duration of Advent was reduced to four weeks, and Advent preserved most
of the characteristics of a penitential season which made it a kind of counterpart to Lent. Gaudete Sunday is a counter-
part to Laetare Sunday, and provides a similar break about midway through a season which is otherwise of a penitential
character, and signifies the nearness of the Lord's coming.[1]

Theme

The spirit of the Liturgy all through Advent is one of expectation and preparation for the feast of Christmas as well as for
the second coming of Christ, and the penitential exercises suitable to that spirit are thus on Gaudete Sunday suspended,
as were, for a while in order to symbolize that joy and gladness in the promised Redemption.[1]

While the theme of Advent is a focus on the coming of Jesus in three ways: His first, His present and His final Advent,[1]
the readings for Gaudete Sunday deal with rejoicing in the Lord — Christian joy — as well as the mission of St. John the
Baptist and his connection with Advent. Theologian Henri Nouwen described the difference between joy and happiness.
While happiness is dependent on external conditions, joy is "the experience of knowing that you are unconditionally
loved and that nothing -- sickness, failure, emotional distress, oppression, war, or even death -- can take that love
away."[2] Thus joy can be present even in the midst of sadness.

In his 2014 Gaudete Sunday homily, Pope Francis said that Gaudete Sunday is known as the "Sunday of joy," and that
instead of fretting about "all they still haven't” done to prepare for Christmas, people should "think of all the good things
life has given you."[3]

Liturgical colour

On Gaudete Sunday rose-coloured vestments may be worn instead of violet (or instead of Sarum blue, in the Anglican
and some Lutheran and other Protestant traditions), which is otherwise prescribed for every day in the season of Advent.
Gaudete Sunday was also known as "Rose Sunday".[1]

In churches that have an Advent wreath, the rose coloured candle is lit in addition to two of the violet (or blue) coloured
candles, which represent the first two Sundays of Advent. Despite the otherwise somber readings of the season of Ad-
vent, which has as a secondary theme the need for penitence, the readings on the third Sunday emphasize the joyous
anticipation of the Lord's coming.

In the Anglican Church, the use of rose-pink, previously informally observed, was formally noted as an option in the
Church of England in the Common Worship liturgical renewal.[2]
