This Wednesday, February17, is Ash Wednesday when the 
Church begins the forty day journey toward the Triduum 
(The Three Days) with the annual discipline of fasting, 
praying and giving alms. Ash Wednesday (February 17) 
and Good Friday (April 2) are days of fast and abstinence. 
All Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence. FASTING re-
fers to only one full meal, with two small meals and no 
eating otherwise for the day. ABSTINENCE refers to not 
eating meat at all during the day. The Church directs the 
holy FAST to all those in their 18th year until their 60th 
year (Canon 1252). The ancient practice of fasting and ab-
staining can occur throughout other days in Lent.  

Almsgiving is an important component of Lent. We 
are encouraged to support Catholic Relief Services’ 
ministry to the poor by using the donation boxes 
available in the back of the church. “What you give 
up for Lent changes lives.” Please be generous with 
your spiritual and financial thoughtfulness. 

Stations of the Cross 
Stations of the Cross will 
be prayed publically at the 
Cathedral at 5:30 PM on 
Fridays. You are also en-
couraged to pray them pri-
vately in our church or at 
the cathedral. 

ASHES will be distributed 
during all of the Masses at 

the Cathedral on Ash 
Wednesday.
