 Catholics believe that the human person is a com-
bination of body and soul.  These are not two distinct enti-
ties but rather an integration of two constitutive elements.  
Too often we separate them so far apart from one another 
that it seems that they are no longer connected.  Thus, 
medicine, which we see as dealing with the body, has 
little to do with prayer, which we conceive as having to do 
with the soul.  
 
 In an attempt to draw these two elements back 
together as a single entity [the human person], the Pastor 
has designated each day of the week as a day of prayer 
for parishioners suffering from a particular set of medically 
identifiable conditions, like so: 
 
Monday  Pray for victims of Cancer 
Tuesday  Pray for victims of Cardiovascular Disease 
Wednesday Pray for victims of  Arthritis 
Thursday Pray for victims of  Neuromuscular  Disorders 
Friday  Pray for victims of  Emotional Disorders 
Saturday Pray for victims of  Diabetes 
Sunday  Pray for all the sick of the Parish
