A MINDSET OF SERVICE

There’s a lot of traveling, delivering, and visiting going on in our readings today. In Genesis Abraham
cares for the needs of three mysterious travelers. The psalm responds, celebrating the kind of righteousness
that Abraham practices. Then, in his letter to the Colossians, Saint Paul describes his own ministry as almost
like a delivery service: he, God’s steward, brings the word of God to their community. Finally, Luke’s Gospel
shares the well-known story of Mary and Martha, and the different ways they welcome Jesus into their home.
Amid all this coming and going, we are invited to pay attention to the ways we tend to the needs of others.
Each of us can ask, How am I present to God and others in my life?

In Genesis today, Abraham and Sarah practice hospitality to their visitors, who turn outto be God
dropping in. During the summer months, God practices hospitality in return, inviting us into a season of
celebration. Keeping Sunday holy is a good habit to cultivate in these days when our spirits are especially
receptive to God’s deep desire for us to know divine love.

Throughout the ancient world, hospitality was
the most significant virtue practiced by every
culture. In welcoming a guest, people believe that
they may unknowingly be welcoming a divinity in
disguise, as occurs in the First Reading today.
From his tent, Abraham sees three men passing
in the distance. He runs to offer hospitality.
Unknowingly they are angels (messengers) sent
by God. They bless Abraham and Sarah with the
news that Sarah will bear a son. “Do not neglect
hospitality, for through it some have unknowingly
entertained angels” (Hebrews 13:2).

Hospitality is also at the heart of today’s Gospel
as Jesus visits the home of Martha and Mary.
Jesus uses this visit to teach something deeper
about hospitality. While Mary sits at Jesus’ feet,
Martha complains to Jesus because Mary is not
doing anything to help her. Instead of agreeing
with Martha, Jesus chides her in a kindly way:
“Martha, Martha, you are anxious and worried
about many things.” He goes on to say that
“Mary has chosen the better part.” While not
rejecting Martha’s cooking, Jesus wants to
remind Martha, and through her us, that service
must also be connected to listening. Service that
does not embrace listening to Jesus’ word misses
the heart of everything. That is why Jesus says
that Mary has chosen “the good portion.” Mary
has in fact chosen the best part of the meal.
Christianity requires service, but the Word of the
Lord needs to be heard first.

1st Prayer

0 Jesus Christ! Eternal Sweetness to those who love Thee, joy surpassing all joy and all desire, Salvation and Hope of all
sinners, Who hast proved that Thou hast no greater desire than to be among men, even assuming human nature at the
fullness of time for the love of men, recall all the sufferings Thou hast endured from the instant of Thy conception, and
especially during Thy Passion, as it was decreed and ordained from all eternity in the Divine plan.
Remember, O Lord, that during the Last Supper with Thy disciples, having washed their feet, Thou gavest them Thy Most
Precious Body and Blood, and while at the same time Thou didst sweetly console them, Thou didst foretell them Thy coming
Passion.
Remember the sadness and bitterness which Thou didst experience in Thy Soul as Thou Thyself bore witness saying: "My
Soul is sorrowful even unto death.”
Remember all the fear, anguish and pain that Thou didst suffer in Thy delicate Body before the torment of the Crucifixion,
when, after having prayed three times, bathed in a sweat of blood, Thou wast betrayed by Judas, Thy disciple, arrested by the
people of a nation Thou hadst chosen and elevated, accused by false witnesses, unjustly judged by three judges during the
flower of Thy youth and during the solemn Paschal season.
Remember that Thou wast despoiled of Thy garments and clothed in those of derision; that Thy Face and Eyes were veiled,
that Thou wast buffeted, crowned with thorns, a reed placed in Thy Hands, that Thou was crushed with blows and
overwhelmed with affronts and outrages.
In memory of all these pains and sufferings which Thou didst endure before Thy Passion on the Cross, grant me before my
death true contrition, a sincere and entire confession, worthy satisfaction and the remission of all my sins. Amen.
