Role of Catholics in Society 
 
Question:  
We live in a country that upholds the separation of 
Church and state. What is the role of Catholics in 
society? 
 
Answer:  
The role of the Church in the world has taken dif-
ferent forms over time, but the theme is the same. 
Be disciples in it! As the lay faithful — that is, not 
vowed priest or religious — we are called to live 
and love in the circumstances of our daily lives. 
St. John Paul II wrote a document about the laity. 
In it he wrote, “In their situation in the world God 
manifests His plan and communicates to them 
their particular vocation of seeking the Kingdom 
of God by engaging in temporal affairs and by 
ordering them according to the plan of God” (On 
the Lay Members of Christ’s Faithful, 15). 
 
God wants us in the hospitals, the board rooms, 
the law offices, the food pantries, and the little 
league games! We are to engage in the affairs of 
the world. But when we’re there, we should live 
the plan of God. We need to respect those around 
us, engage in just business and legal practices, and 
love our children. We should care for the earth, 
use our money wisely, and get to know our neigh-
bors. We must advocate for social policies that 
respect human dignity and human freedom. No 
matter our state in life, we are invited to build the 
kingdom of God!

(PRACTICING) CATHOLIC - RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY MOMENTS

We Bear the Name of the Lord 
 
The name of the Lord is a curiously powerful thing. Say it deliberately, even in a group of people who are 
not particularly religious, and you’ll know what I mean. There is a shift in the mood, a change in the at-
mosphere. When we utter the name of the Lord, He turns His head.  
 
Once, in confession, I admitted to the sin of using the Lord’s name in vain. “When you do that, tell God 
that you love him,” advised the priest, who was wise enough to know that I would repeat this sin at some 
point. “You’ve said His name, after all. You have His attention.” 
 
We hear the name of the Lord, and we think of what it represents — John 3:16, salvation history summed 
up in a neat little sentence, the why and the how and the who of it all laid out before us. The Lord, so slow 
to anger that He offers us a million chances. The Lord, so rich in kindness and fidelity that He literally 
gave Himself to us that we might be saved.  
 
But the name of the Lord is more than that. It is not just a symbol, it is an invitation. I think of Moses 
clutching the commandments, beseeching the Lord: “Come with us. Forgive us. Receive us as your own.” 
The Lord accompanies us down the mountain. We bear the name of the Lord into the world with us wher-
ever we go.  
 
I have to ask myself: do I do that name justice?  
 
“Blessed is your holy and glorious name, praiseworthy and exalted above all for all ages.” — Daniel 3:52

EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP - RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY MOMENTS 
 
Ready for His Return 
 
Where is that guy with the rainbow wig holding a “John 3:16” sign in the end zone at NFL football games? 
Younger readers may not have any idea what I am talking about! You used to see this guy on TV all the 
time wearing “Jesus Saves” shirts and holding his sign. Most thought he was a harmless guy, but now he is 
serving multiple life sentences for taking hostages at a hotel near LAX in 1992. His name is Rollen Stewart 
and he believed — and continues to believe while in prison — that Jesus’ second coming is imminent. His 
extreme actions were meant to make people take notice and listen to him. Now he sits behind bars, and 
most in the world see his name as nothing more than an answer to a trivia question. 
 
It is a sad story when people hurt others or use extreme methods in the name of God. Mr. Stewart’s belief 
that simply getting people to listen to his message is the most important step in their salvation is misguided. 
His poor stewardship should stand in stark contrast to our good stewardship. Our actions, seasoned at times 
with our words, should be the evidence people need to see the transformative power of Jesus Christ. We do 
believe that he is indeed coming again. But once you have committed yourself to him and live in his life on 
earth, when he returns is not our main concern. We are ready whenever that time comes, and hopefully, we 
can help others be ready as well by our example.
