Refreshments will be served in our
hall following Mass. Since this is a diocesan
event, priests, deacons, religious, and lay
representatives from throughout the diocese
will be present. Bishop Mark extends a spe-
cial invitation to all Extraordinary Ministers
of Holy Communion, Altar Servers, and
2025 First Communicants from around the
diocese to be recognized at the closing Mass.
