Day of Fasting and Abstinence Ash Wednes-
day and Good Friday are days of fast and ab-
stinence. All Fridays of Lent are days of ab-
stinence. Abstinence refers to not eating meat
at all on those days. Persons 14 years of age
and older are to abstain. Fasting refers to one
full meal, with two small meals, no eating be-
tween meals. People who have reached their
18th birthday and up to their 59th birthday
are obligated to fast. In addition to these obli-
gations, additional forms of fast and absti-
nence may be observed.
