Scripture Reflection

Easter Time ends with the celebration of Pente-
cost. For fifty days the Church has been immersed in
the mystery of new life with the risen Lord, a mystery
that draws us into the relationship of Jesus and the
Father. In the Resurrection, Jesus breaks the
bonds of human limitations and promises that we too
will be raised. In the Ascension, the Father receives
the beloved Son into the divine realm, and with the
sending of the Spirit, we become a dwelling place of the
Advocate, who reminds us of all the Lord has told us.

The Spirit of Pentecost is not confined by lan-
guage, place of origin, gender, or social status; it is a
universal gift that reminds us to put flesh, bones,
hands, and feet on the teaching of Christ. It calls us
to the mighty works of God, speaking them ourselves
and seeing them in others. The gift of the Spirit is our
source of life, not only for fifty days, but every day.

The Spirit works in different ways, some-
times moving us out of our comfortable places into a
world of uncertainly and danger. Sometimes the Spirit
fires our minds and hearts to say and do things we
never would have thought possible. And sometimes
the Spirit works in quiet ways through gifts given to each
of us for the good of the community. The power of one is
ultimately the power of our one God, whom we ac-
knowledge as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Itis one in
many, unity in diversity. And we are to mirror that
unity in diversity by allowing the power of the Spirit to
work in us as a community.

Catholic 101
Pentecost: The Church’s Birthday

Each year the Church celebrates 50 days of Easter, culminating at the feast of Pentecost. Pentecost marks the occa-
sion of God’s sending the Holy Spirit upon Jesus’ disciples after his resurrection. Before Pentecost, the disciples were
unsure of what they were to do next, and spent most of their time in hiding. After Pentecost, and the gift of the Holy
Spirit, they understood their mission to spread the Good News of Jesus, and they had the courage to come out of hid-
ing and speak openly about who Jesus was, and what he had accomplished by his dying and rising.

Because Pentecost brought the disciples this clarity of mission, it is regarded as the founding feast of the Christian
Church. Before Pentecost, the disciples of Jesus are tentative and disorganized. After Pentecost, they are a people
with a mission, who perceive themselves as spiritually and sacramentally connected to the risen Christ. You can read
the story of the Church'’s first days in the Acts of the Apostles.

Today, celebrations of Pentecost still center on the gifts of the Holy Spirit, and the power of those gifts to both draw
people together, and to send them forth to spread the word. For those of you who are fond of making lists, those gifts
of the Holy Spirit are: Wisdom, Knowledge, Understanding, Fortitude, Good Counsel, Piety, and Fear of the Lord.

Of course, one of the remarkable elements of the story of the first Pentecost was the miracle of understanding, in
which everyone in the diverse crowd in Jerusalem hears the disciples speaking in the listeners’ own language. This
unique event is sometimes commemorated at masses for Pentecost Sunday by having people read sections of the
story in a variety of different languages represented in the congregation. It's a reminder that although we've heard the
story before, we have inherited the mission of those first disciples.

Hope as a Response to Death in the Family

June 18, 2015

At his Wednesday general audience on June 17, 2015, Pope Francis spoke about the experience of death in the fam-
ily. He called death a reality that “concerns all families” and described it as a “black hole” in the life of the family. He
noted that the experience of death is particularly painful and lonely when a parent loses a child, or vice versa. The
result of this extreme sorrow is often anger directed toward God. In addition, sins such as “hatred, envy, pride, [and]
avarice” often accompany physical death, making families’ suffering more intense.

Pope Francis proclaimed that with Jesus’ grace, families can face the difficult reality of death by showing love in their
actions. “Love is stronger than death,” he said; it has the power to remove the “sting” from death. In addition, Jesus’
supreme act of love on the Cross has already destroyed death. Because of this, families who experience the pain of
death should live in hope, knowing that there will be a time when “death shall be no more, neither shall there be
mourning nor crying nor pain any more” (Rev 21:4). Families who respond to death with faith rather than with despair
can be strengthened by the experience of death and can develop a deeper compassion for others who undergo simi-
lar situations.

Pope Francis then commented on a Gospel reading (Luke 7:11-15), highlighting that at the end of the healing story,
Jesus “gave him [the sick man] to his mother.” The Holy Father said that this is what will happen in Heaven — Jesus
will give lost loved ones back into the care of their families. Having faith in the reunion in the afterlife prevents families
from succumbing to either a nihilist philosophy of death or superstitions regarding death.

Lastly, Pope Francis expressed his desire for Christians to know more widely the role of faith in mourning. He believes
that “the right to weep should not be denied,” noting that Jesus too wept at the grave of Lazarus. He concluded his
message by reminding the crowd that “the work of the love of God is stronger than the work of death” and that “Jesus
will restore all families.”
