NOVEMBER 29, 2015
Scripture Reflection

While the season of Advent is filled with remembering,
recalling Christ’s first coming as an infant, when divinity
became incarnate, it is also a time of anticipation, as we
reflect on and await Christ's second coming. But Advent
is not only a celebration of the past and an eager expec-
tation of the future; it is a season that asks us to medi-
tate on the present and delight in Christ’s presence with
us now. It is this very season that concentrates our
hearts, minds and souls on Christ in order to make pre-
sent the days that have already been and the days that
are surely coming.

The season of Advent is shaped by two distinct threads
in the tapestry of Scripture readings: God’s promise to
bring forth a Messiah and the people’s preparations for
the Messiah, both as an infant and as the Lord returning
at the end of time. Throughout the Advent readings we
see God'’s promise unfolding for the people of Israel.
Jeremiah said, “The days are surely coming,” when God
would “cause a righteous branch to spring up for David:
and he shall execute justice and righteousness in the
land.” God’s promise will be for the entire house of Is-
rael. A sense of imminence looms over Jeremiah'’s
prophecy, as does the mystery of its fulfillment.

The cosmic predictions of Jesus are serious and fore-
boding; they get our attention. Scripture scholars tell us
that this is not literal language, but a figure of speech
that communicates a profound spiritual message. This
style of prophetic preaching awakens us to God inter-
vening in human affairs. The coming of the Son of Man
will indeed transform the world and its peoples. How
shall we prepare for such an astonishing event? Jesus
tells us to be vigilant---not because God intends to
frighten or destroy us, but because God has great
things in store for those whom God redeems.

* As you prepare for the coming of Christ this
Advent, what can you do and how can you pray to
help you be vigilant to the presence of God in our
midst?

THE WAITING GAME

Every Sunday, after the Lord’s Prayer, we hear the words of an Advent prayer: “We wait in joyful hope for
the coming of our Savior, Jesus Christ.” In Latin, these words are Exspectantes beatam spem et adventum Salvatoris
nostri Jesu Christi. We see our own words “expectant” and “advent” in them. Another way to say this might be “We
are expectant, in joyful hope, at the advent of our Savior, Jesus Christ.” Mothers and fathers know that being expec-
tant, while it is a time of joyful hope, is not always an easy time. It is a mistake for us to think that our waiting in joy-
ful hope for the coming of Christ can be a passive, uninvolved time. Quite the contrary! Like expectant parents, we
must constantly be working to make sure everything is ready for the important arrival! As Isaiah prays to the coming
Lord: “Would that you might meet us doing right, that we were mindful of you in our ways!” (Isaiah 64:4).

WATCHING, NOT WAITING
In the Gospel, Jesus moves us from passive waiting to the attitude of waiting in its active form—
watchfulness. It is possible, when we are merely waiting, to occupy ourselves with other things. What Jesus tells us
today is that we must be occupied with the work of the master; we must be alert, we must be met by him upon his
return doing right and being mindful of him in our ways. Paul consoles us that this vigilant watchfulness need not tire
us out, for Christ himself has enriched us and strengthened us to remain firm in our expectation, our joyful hope. It is
in this way that we wait and watch for the day of our Lord Jesus Christ, when he is revealed to us in glory.
