NOVEMBER  6, 2016 
Scripture  Reflection 
 
   The readings for the next three Sundays focus on the 
mystery of the resurrection of the dead. Today’s First Read-
ing, the grisly story of the martyrdom of the seven brothers 
in Maccabees, opens a conversation on belief in the resur-
rection. The covenant between God and the Chosen People 
included God’s promise of care and salvation and a life of 
faithfulness by the Israelites. The issue in the text is 
whether this relationship extended after death. The re-
sponses of the seven brothers indicate that they firmly be-
lieve God will raise them up. Their hope and trust in God 
will give them the strength to endure their death. 
   The scenario outlined in the Gospel presents the unlikely 
situation of seven brothers marrying the same woman and 
all dying without offspring. The question of the Sadducees 
is based on the 
premise that life on earth carries on in a similar way after 
death. Jesus’ response indicates that the social conven-
tions and relationships of this life are changed after death. 
He does not explain what life after death will be like, other 
than that it will be different; the limitations of this life will be  
transformed. The resurrection of the dead is a matter of 
faith in the God of the living. 
   This week’s Gospel addresses our own curiosity with; it’s 
about our deepest hungers to be united, even be about 
what heaven will be like, and whether we will know the 
ones we love and be with our spouses, and what if we’ve 
been married seven times? Jesus says it’s about relation-
ships and not about bodies to be ond 
marriage, friends, neighbors and communities of any sort. 
That’s what resurrection is about, Jesus replies, and then 
reminds us one more time (as if we’d been deaf all the 
other times) that God has promised it and God is faithful. 
God “is not God of the dead, but of the living, for to him all 
are alive”. 
   All of our relationships of loving and caring, especially 
those of marriage, are but hints of real and full life, and the 
best is yet to come. So what you’ve found in marriage, even 
if you’ve been married seven times, is just the beginning. 
 
• Make a list of all the relationships you treasure. In eternity 
these relationships take on even greater depth in the pres-
ence of the Divine.

To  those  who  con-
vert  sinners, instruct the ignorant, advise the doubtful, comfort the sorrowful, bear wrongs 
patiently,  forgive  injuries,  and  pray  for  the  living and  the dead,  theirs  is the kingdom of 
God.  Mercy will bring us home to the Lord.

Finding Laughter... 
     Laughter keeps us mentally healthy. It’s almost impossible to feel 
angry depressed, anxious, guilty or resentful in the middle of a good 
laugh. But many of us, especially as we get a little older, actually forget 
how to find the funny side of life. How do we find laughter in our lives? 
♦     Start the day by smiling at yourself in the mirror. Beginning with a 
good, solid chuckle helps set the right mood for the whole day. 
♦     Have contact with children, even if it’s just observing kids in stores, 
at church or the playground. Kids are a guaranteed source of laughter. 
♦     At least once a day, remember something that made you laugh 
when you were a kid. 
♦     Look for laughter on television comedies or from rental movies. 
Don’t forget the oldies—the Marx Brothers’ movies and the Laurel and 
Hardy short clips show the universality of humor over time and place. 
♦     Look for the opportunities to do fun things. Just finding fun can 
bring pleasure. 
♦     Remember: laughter is contagious and so is grumpiness. Be with 
people who laugh. It’s possible to forgive someone a great deal if that 
person makes you laugh. 
♦     Read a funny book on a bus.  Trying not to laugh in front of strang-
ers is guaranteed to get you laughing. 
♦     Recognize the silly in the stressful. Hint: imagine during a stressful 
time—like a doctor’s visit—how you will re-tell it to your friends later to 
get a laugh. 
♦     Don’t hesitate to fake it.  Whether laughter is forced or spontane-
ous, the same muscles are used. Keep smiling and you’ll find that real 
laughter is not far behind. 
♦     Never feel guilty about your laughter since it’s the way your body 
and your spirit help you to cope. 
♦     And most of all, remember the cardinal rule: Blessed are those who 
can laugh at themselves, for they shall never cease to be amused. 
Laughter isn’t work, but it can take a little work 
to get it back in our lives. But once we do, we begin to find laughter 
anywhere. And it will change our lives for the better. Warning: Humor 
may be hazardous to your illness.

Susan is a single mother of three children. Her young son struggles in school and has been diagnosed with mental health issues. 
She desperately wants to get him the help he needs, but her health insurance won’t cover counseling and therapy in an of-
fice nearby. Wanting to make a good impression at work to keep her job, and also not lose income, Susan struggles daily with 
worrying how she can manage it all. 
Catholic Charities helps Susan and other parents like her get counseling for her son without having to sacrifice time at her job and 
her already meager income.  
 
A Devoted Son Caring for His Elderly Parents 
Joe, the sole caretaker of his elderly parents, works as an independent contractor in the construction field. After a bad accident left 
him unable to work for several months, he and his parents struggled to pay their monthly bills and growing medical co-pays and 
medication costs. 
Joe and his parents were relieved that the Catholic Charities’ Emergency Financial Assistance (EFA) could help cover the costs of 
medical bills and some medications while Joe is recovering from his accident. 
 
 An Elderly Woman Without a Home 
Sophia lost her husband several years ago and her physical and mental health has been in decline. She does not have family 
close by, and her finances were depleted. Bills went unpaid and Sophia was evicted. 
Thanks to a suggestion from a friend, Sophia found a safe haven at the Martha and Mary House. Case workers 
helped her get her finances in order so she could live independently again. 
 Every day Catholic Charities helps people in our community who reach out to us in their time of need. We give 
them hope in what may seem like a hopeless situation.
