OCTOBER 23, 2016 
Scripture  Reflection 
 
   Today’s readings center on the experience of prayer. 
We sing and speak in prayer and we pray silently. We 
offer prayers of petition, praise, and thanksgiving. 
Prayer is our conversation with God. When we pray, 
and what we say when we pray, says a lot about who 
we are and who we think God is. In Sirach we hear that 
“the prayer of the lowly pierces the clouds.” It is not 
that the lowly and the poor are closer to God by being 
poor and lowly, it is that they turn to God and not into 
themselves. 
   In the Gospel the Pharisee has lived a virtuous life, 
doing more than the Law requires of a devout person. 
The tax collector was, by reputation and practice, de-
spised and fraudulent, and he readily admits he is a 
sinner. The conclusion of the parable reverses the 
expectations of Jesus’ audience. The Pharisee turns 
inward and does not seek anything from God; it ap-
pears that he only wants God to hear him report on all 
the pious things he has done. His put-down of the tax 
collector is intended to make himself even better in the 
eyes of God. The favor Jesus gives to the tax collector 
rests on his turning outward to God, who alone can be 
merciful and lead him to a transformed life. 
   The parable is not about disagreeing on points of 
religious teaching or practice; it is about becoming 
humble before God and recognizing the dignity of 
other human beings, especially those with whom we 
disagree and whom we are so willing to treat with 
scorn. Perhaps there is a little of the Pharisee in each 
of us; we can so easily be judgmental. We might well 
boast of our good deeds. And we are also like the tax col-
lector when we are honest and humble. The Lord hears 
the cry of all of us; our prayers pierce the clouds seek-
ing the mercy of God. 
 
• Consider  your  own  faith  and  your relationship 

to God.  
 
• When have you considered yourself spiritually su-

perior to others? How have you been able to see 
God’s mercy active in your life and the lives of oth-
ers.

Coping with Loneliness… 
   The dictionary tells us that to be lonely is to be without com-
panions...to be empty of people...aware of being alone and feel-
ing dejected because of it. 
Following the loss of a loved one, bereaved persons often speak 
about the experience of loneliness as very painful.  They miss 
the loved one's presence in their life; they may experience an 
ending of other relationships. As a result, they may simply feel 
like they "don't want to be around others" which increases their 
sense of isolation and emptiness. 
   What can be done to cope with this normal loneliness?  First, it 
is important to recognize the difference between loneliness and 
aloneness.  Every human person has the need to deal with being 
alone at times.  We all need to plan for some time alone for read-
ing, walking, resting and praying.  Time alone helps one to re-
build our own personal inner resources that are often depleted in 
our interactions with others.  Fear of loneliness often deters us 
from spending time alone.  It is important to view solitude as a 
gift to treasure.  It can enable us to become more aware of our 
"real" self.  We are never really alone! Never!! We know that God 
never leaves us on our own. God is always present. 
  Second, loneliness is a common human experience. Although a 
person may feel that no one else could feel "as bad as me," that 
is probably not true. Persons who are lonely can find compan-
ions who not only share a similar experience but who are willing 
to enter into a mutually satisfying relationship that could coun-
teract feelings of loneliness. In order to benefit from such new 
relationships, individuals have to give up the mistaken notion 
that "no one feels the grief that I do."  Invite a new friend for 
lunch and examine what happens to a previous lonely meal time. 
  Third, it's helpful for persons who are lonely to become in-
volved in various activities which can lessen loneliness. Enroll in 
a course, volunteer, become active in your parish, taking up an 
old or new hobby or pastime are a few examples of methods of 
coping with loneliness.  Finally, invite God into your life to share 
those times that are the most difficult.  God is there with us 
whether or not we are aware of it.  We can become more appre-
ciative of God's  presence only by our intention or desire.  God is 
never far away.

Only the one who realizes the need for mercy will be able to share  mercy with others. My 
dependency  on God leads me to humbly receive his mercy and love. Awareness of my sin-
fulness  turns me towards the forgiveness  of the  Lord. The  tax  collector  said  it  per-
fectly;  may his  prayer  be ours  this week. "0 God, be merciful to me a sinner."
