Only Say the Word 
 The bread is broken, the banquet is prepared, and 
now we are invited to the feast. Once more the priest 
holds the host, now broken, for us to see, and invites 
us to behold the one “who takes away the sins of the 
world.” Truly blessed and happy are those invited to 
this meal, which is a foretaste of the heavenly banquet, 
the supper of the Lamb (Revelation 19:19). We re-
spond to this invitation with a prayer to the Lord: we 
acknowledge that we are not worthy, but at the same 
time we are confident that the One who comes to us 
can heal us, body and soul. This prayer echoes the 
story of the centurion in Luke’s Gospel. The centurion, 
a Gentile, asks healing for his servant, but does not 
consider himself worthy to have Jesus come under his 
roof—he believes that Jesus can heal his servant with a 
word, without even seeing him.
