Simon Kuereng’s story is a familiar
one for a boy growing up in South
Sudan. War took his father, his
home, and the familys cattle. He
spent his childhood looking over
his shoulder, wondering where the
next meal might come from.

Simon did what countless others
did: He searched for a safe haven
and found one in New Cush, a
refugee camp along the Kenyan
border.

It was 1994, and Catholic Relief
Services (CRS) was one of a handful
of aid agencies providing food to
camp residents, That {ood provided
more than nourishment. It allowed
Simon to simply be a child.

“New Cush was a cocoon of
peace,” he says. “1 came 10 realize
1 was growing up to be somebody.
I started to spend time with other
children. 1 began to appreciate the
joy of education, because 1 was

finally able to study consistently.
I began to put behind the stresses of
war and | began to make friends.”

One of Simon’s most vivid
memories was the monthly CRS
food distribution. “1t was the most
colorful day of the month™ he
says. “Some people kept their hest
clothes only to wear on distribution
days.”

After South Sudan’s 2011
independence, Simon returned to
the town he [{led as a child. Here
CRS has launched the Jonglei
Food Security program to address
hunger and repair the devastated
infrastructure by paying people

with food to build roads. dikes,
and water retention ponds lor
livestock.

Critical 1o success is local staff with
knowledge of how to work with
communities. To date, the Jonglei
Food Security program has hired
almost 385 people from Jonglei
Simon is one of them.

“In my interview, | was asked how
1 would distribute food,” says
Simon. “1 remembered my time in
New Cush and described it. T did
not know 1 would grow with CRS
and become part of CRS. What
they did in 1995 for me as a child
is what I'm doing now [or others.”
