Scripture Reflection

John’s account of the Last Supper includes a lengthy
teaching by Christ; we hear a brief but key part of it
today. Once Judas has left, Jesus indicates that the
time has come for him to fulfill his mission. It will
glorify both himself and the Father: all things will be
made new. The disciples will share in this glorifica-
tion when they enact a new commandment: to love
one another. This will require the same sacrificial
love for others as Christ had for them, and it will be-
come the defining feature in the identity of a disci-
ple, including us.

The quintessential act of discipleship by which
outsiders would recognize Jesus’ followers is love.
“By this everyone will know that your are my disci-
ples, if you have love for one another.” It is a simple
command: Love one another. It has to be love. Sim-
ple as it is, everyone can love, from the baby to the
elderly person. It is not an achievement; it is not a
talent; it is not a skill; but everyone can offer it.
Every act of love is complete and perfect, an exam-
ple of God with us, God in us and God among us.
Love has its own logic. The more it is offered and
shared, the greater it becomes. Love heals the
wounds of sin by offering a balm of mercy and for-
giveness.

But it is not unfair to ask, if love is the mark of Jesus’ disci-
ples, why is there often so little love on display among the
disciples of Jesus? Why is there not only a lack of charity
but hurtful words and angry denunciations? It is God’s love
that will recreate us and sustain us, allowing us to love our
brothers and sisters, so why are we so resistant to God’s
transforming love? And Jesus’ love is not just a command-
ment for this life; it offers us a foretaste of the sweetness
of the life to come. For the “living image of perfect virtue,”
our model for life, was raised up to life eternal, offering for
us a path to follow him home. There will be, John tells us,
no more death, suffering, mourning, crying or pain, for "the
Lord is good to all, and his compassion is over all that he
has made.” Love alone awaits us.

* This week perform one concrete act in which you love as
Jesus loved. For example, listen compassionately to a co-
worker, neighbor, or family member you usually find
difficult to relate to.

Look for a new way to understand that person.

TRUE CHRISTIAN COMMUNITY

Can you imagine a world such as the one put before us in today’s scripture readings? Communities of believers
everywhere would support and encourage one another and be identified as Christians by the way they love each other.
It would be a world with no tears, no death and mourning, no crying out in pain. “Behold, | make all things new,” we
hear the Son of God say in the second reading from the book of Revelation (21:5).

Is this world of John’s vision only imaginary? Are these faithful followers for whom Jesus prayed only a savior’s
dream? Today they are put before us as a worthy goal. How much closer can we come to this vision of a true Christian
community in our lives today?

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The French Revolution swept the church in France away in an astonishing way, stripping the nation of every possi-
ble vestige of the faith, not merely shuttering churches, but using them as staging areas for pagan raves and romps.
While millions of faithful simply went underground and hung on for the ride, even the seven-day week was demolished
along with the names of the months. What emerged from the chaos was the Napoleonic Code of 1792 governing
church life, and therefore marriage law in France, French Canada, and elsewhere. The code makes civil marriage man-
datory for all citizens.

In practice, when the faithful marry, they go first to the City Hall. There, the mayor performs the civil marriage, usu-
ally accompanied by a patriotic speech about the duties of the citizen, particularly in the rearing of children. Then, typi-
cally after a lunch, everyone goes off to change into more festive attire for the wedding liturgy, featuring consent, the
exchange of rings, and the nuptial blessing. Sadly, only a minority of citizens today celebrate even the civil form of the
rite, and a fraction of those continue on to the church. For those who do celebrate the liturgy of marriage, however,

there is near certainty that the spouses are active worshipers, and that they will later present their children for baptism.

VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- Christians must look to their own sins and failings and not fall into the temptation of hypocrisy
that causes them to believe they are better than others, Pope Francis said.

"The relationship of salvation" with God cannot move forward if people justify themselves and look at the mistakes of
others instead of fixing their gaze on the Lord, he said at his weekly general audience April 20.

"This is the line of salvation, the relationship between me -- the sinner, and the Lord," he told tens of thousands of peo-
ple gathered in St. Peter's Square.

The p?Pe reflected on one aspect of mercy exemplified in Jesus' encounter with a woman who was considered sinful.
erhlle %s]uhs dwed with one of the Pharisees, she entered the house weeping, bathed his feet with her tears and wiped
em with her hair.

"Her many sins have been forgiven; hence, she has shown great love. But the one to whom little is forgiven, loves lit-
tle," Jesus said.

Although the Pharisee (juestions Jesus' reason for allowin(I; himself to be "contaminated" by the woman "as if she were
a leper," the pope said Jesus' reaction is a lesson on how fo "distinguish between the sin and the sinner."

"With sin there is no need to compromise, while sinners -- meaning all of us -- we are like sick people who are being
cured and in order to be cured, we need the doctor to come close, to visit us, to touch us. And naturally the sick person,
in order to be healed, must recognize the need for a doctor," he said.

By allowing himself to be free of prejudice "that impedes mercy from expressing itself," he added, Jesus puts an end to
the isolation caused by the hypocrisy of "ruthless judgments."

Pope Francis said the encounter between Jesus and the woman teaches "us the link between faith, love and gratitude.

"Let us allow Christ's love to be poured in us. A disciple draws from and is rooted in this love. From this love, everyone
can be nourished and fed. In this way, through the grateful love we pour out to our brothers and sisters, in our homes
and in society, the Lord's mercy can be communicated," he said.
