SAVED BY THE ONE WHO WAS REJECTED 
 

 Some city teenagers often scorn and reject farm kids. Yet it’s no exaggeration to say that humanity owes 
its life to farmers who care for the world’s crops and livestock. This week’s scriptures  remind  us that  Jesus   
was  as rejected as a shepherd, a farm boy, yet we owe our very lives to him. 
 In this Sunday’s reading from the Acts of the Apostles Peter tells the people that salvation comes through 
Jesus Christ, the one who was rejected. In John’s letter we hear that we have become God’s beloved children 
through Jesus, whom the world did not know. Lastly, in the Gospel Jesus describes himself as the Good Shep-
herd who “lays down his life for the sheep” (John 10:11). Will you join Jesus in laying down your life for God’s 
beloved flock?

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION  
 
 Most languages take the name for this fifty-day season from the Lord’s Passover: Pasqua in Italian, 
Pâques in French, Paach in Dutch, Pascha in Greek and Russian. English has a much newer name, the name 
of a pagan goddess, Eoster. For centuries before Christianity took hold, in both Germany and Britain the 
spring equinox was dedicated to her and the concepts of fertility and rebirth. She was said to be a playful 
spirit, following the Sun King’s chariot, and ending the reign of winter. She had a magical companion, a rabbit 
who hid eggs in the fields to coax plants and animals to rebirth. It was believed that Eoster once came across 
a bird with broken wings and saved it by turning it into a rabbit—an egg-laying rabbit at that! Although they 
were baptized, most people didn’t take to the new Latin name (Pascha Domini) too easily, and kept calling the 
spring equinox by the old accustomed name. For good measure, they kept a pagan name for Christmas, too: 
Yule.

Scripture Reflection 
     In  John’s  Gospel,  Jesus extends to  his disciples 
the same relationship he has with the Father. Just as 
Jesus and his  Father are one, so  Jesus   and his   
disciples are one.   Unity at the deepest level was the 
result of the resurrection. It was not controversial 
among the first Christians to claim  that  Jesus had  
risen  from  the  dead. Opinions varied only when the 
discussion turned to the resurrection’s significance.  
In today’s Gospel reading, John the Evangelist 
shares his understanding  of the resurrection.  By 
taking up his life  again, Jesus  demonstrates  his 
oneness with the Father. Nothing can be taken away 
from those who share the Father’s love. 
   John makes this claim vigorously throughout his 
Gospel.  Because of the Father’s love, Jesus loses 
nothing.  In  spite of his   ignominious   death,  his 
followers only grow in  number, his  mission  only 
expands and his life grows ever stronger as more  
and  more  people  receive  a  share of his spirit.  In 
John’s mind, the resurrection vindicates Jesus’ claim 
to speak with the Father’s voice and act  with  the  
Father ’s  power.    Death  had  no dominion over him. 
   Jesus compares the Pharisees to hired men who 
see in the flock only a source of income.  By contrast, 
Jesus  was the  good  shepherd, who knew each 
sheep by name.  Jesus knew the disciples the way 
the Father knew him.  Through love,  the  Father 
taught  Jesus every  dream he had for creation; 
through their unity, Jesus found the power to bring 
the Father’s vision to life.  Just so, Jesus teaches his  
disciples  everything  the Father taught him, and in 
his Spirit we have what we need to bring that dream 
to life. 
   Like Jesus, we are people from whom nothing can 
be taken away.  If  we  stay  busy  about  Christ’s  
mission, no matter what trials we face, our Good 
Shepherd will restore us and  bring us home again.  
Like Jesus, we offer our lives to the Father only to 
receive  them  back  again,  restored and filled with 
diving energy.

April 22   John 10:11-18  
Today’s gospel is a job description for Christian parents.  For most people the most influential shepherds in their lives 
are their parents.  Every parent is called to be a “good shepherd” to “freely lay down their live” for the children, to 
“love” and “know” their children and to “lead” them so “they know your voice.” 

4th Sunday of Easter (April 22, 2018)  
Good stewards are like good shepherds. Jesus, the good shepherd, willingly offered his own life for us. The perfect 
model of Christian stewardship is found in the example of Jesus. What are you prepared to offer? It is in our willingness 
to give of ourselves   that we   discover a life   filled with   purpose and meaning – a life of significance.  

Liturgical Reflection… 
 
Jesus Christ is the Good Shepherd who looks after his flock with love. 
When a brother or sister dies, the Shepherd watches over the grieving sheep with 
compassion. At the Funeral Mass the community gathers with the family and 
friends of the deceased to give praise and thanks to God for Christ’s victory over 
sin and death.  As the priest blesses the casket with holy water at the beginning 
of the Funeral Mass, the formal prayer acknowledges that the deceased, in the 
waters of baptism, died with Christ and rose with him to new life. The prayer of 
the church is that our dead share eternal glory with the Easter Lord.

April is Child Abuse Prevention Month 
The Catholic Church in the U.S. provided age appropriate safe environment abuse prevention training to more than 4 million 
children and youth in Catholic Schools and in parish religious education programs. Last year, over 2 million adults were back-
ground checked and received safe environment training in the Church. Find out what the Catholic Church has done to protect 
children and young people from sexual abuse in the 2016 Annual Report: http://www.usccb.org/issues-and-action/child-and-

Did you know: You cannot always predict who will be an abuser?  Experience shows that most abuse is committed by some-
one who has gained the trust of a victim/survivor and his/her family.  With child sexual abuse, sixty percent of the time the of-
fender is a family friend, acquaintance, or another trusted adult in the victim/survivor’s life.  Thirty percent of the time the of-
fender is a family member.  Sometimes an offender seems like the nicest person in the world, but this is often part of a process 
they use called “grooming” in order to gain the trust of the child they wish to abuse and the trust of his/her family. 
 
Did you know: There are behavioral warning signs of child abusers?  Training and education help adults recognize grooming 
techniques that are precursors to abuse. Some abusers isolate a potential victim by giving him or her undue attention or lavish 
gifts. Another common grooming technique is to allow young people to participate in activities which their parents or guardians 
would not approve, such as watching pornography, drinking alcohol, using drugs, and excessive touching, which includes wres-
tling and tickling. It is also critical to be wary of age-inappropriate relationships, seen, for example, in the adult who is more 
comfortable with children than fellow adults.
