Advent is a great time to start thinking about the word fiat. Not Fiat, the little Italian car!
Rather, fiat is the Latin word meaning, “Let it be done.” In the Catholic community, it re-
fers to the young Mary’s response when the angel Gabriel announced she would con-
ceive Jesus: “May it be done to me according to your word” (Luke 1:38). Mary’s fiat
shows her complete willingness to do God’s will, even without fully understanding what it
would mean for her. Mary’s fiat and the high priority the church places on it can give us
pause. Was that “yes” really such a big deal? After all, the angel said, “You will con-
ceive.” Wasn’t Mary basically saying yes to something that God had already planned?
Yes, God had already chosen her and had chosen Jesus. Yes, the angel was announcing
that God had found favor with Mary, and the tone the angel takes is not one of asking

So why do we celebrate Mary’s “yes”? Because we recognize that whenever God brings
something to our lives, we have the free will either to move in rhythm with God or to re-
sist God’s movement. Mary’s fiat shows how we should respond. Even while God’s will is
happening in our midst, we can deny it and move away from it. Mary did neither, choos-
ing instead to embrace her new reality.

Scripture Reflection

The Scriptures for today are full of hope. That hope,
however, is tinged with a warning, as we discover in
the preaching of John the Baptist. The First Readings
for the four Sundays of Advent are taken from the great
Hebrew prophet, Isaiah. Today he proclaims that a new
king shall sprout from the family tree of Jesse (David’s
father). This new king will rule with wisdom and jus-
tice, and the world will be transformed.

The Gospel for today and next Sunday intro-
duces John the Baptist. Each year during Advent
we read John'’s call for repentance as he storms out of
the wilderness! For him repentance is the necessary step
for becoming part of the Reign of God. John harshly criti-
cizes the religious leaders; not because he is the one to
judge--that is the role of Jesus--but because he is ada-
mant that all should be ready to accept the one who
comes after him.

The repentance of Advent is a call for trans-
formation. The struggle to “change our minds” can
confer a brief glimpse into God’s mind, and that is when
the transformation takes place. How many times did
Isaiah have to repent of hate before he could imagine
his conquerors joining him in the covenant? How
many times did Paul have to repent of hardness of
heart before he realized the scriptures foretold
Christ and fellowship with the uncircumcised?

Isaiah reminds us of the gifts of the Holy Spirit re-
ceived at the Sacrament of Confirmation. When we turn
away from sin and turn towards the Lord, we are trans-
formed. Enemies begin to speak to one another. Ad-
versaries join hands. People seek to meet together.
Love overcomes hatred. Revenge gives way to for-
giveness. Discord is transformed into mutual respect.
Advent is a joyful call to change our lives. We turn to
our God with renewed strength.

The Story and History of Saint Nicholas of Bari

Saint Nicholas, the patron Saint of Russia, was born toward the
end of the third century. His uncle, the Archbishop of Myra in
Lycia, ordained him priest, and appointed him abbot of a monas-
tery; and on the death of the archbishop he was elected to the
vacant see. Throughout his life he retained the bright and guile-
less manners of his early years, and showed himself the special
protector of the innocent and the wronged. Nicholas once heard
that a person who had fallen into poverty intended to abandon his
three daughters to a life of sin. Determined, if possible, to save
their innocence, the Saint went out by night, and, taking with him
a bag of gold, flung it into the window of the sleeping father and
hurried off. He, on awaking, deemed the gift a godsend, and with
it dowered his eldest child. The Saint, overjoyed at his success,
made like venture for the second daughter; but the third time as
he stole away, the father, who was watching, overtook him and
kissed his feet, saying: "Nicholas, why dost thou conceal thyself
from me? Thou art my helper, and he who has delivered my soul
and my daughters' from hell." St. Nicholas is usually represented
by the side of a vessel, wherein a certain man had concealed the
bodies of his three children whom he had killed, but who were
restored to life by the Saint. He died in 342. His relics were trans-
ferred in 1807, to Bari, Italy, and there, after fifteen centuries, "the
manna of St. Nicholas" still flows from his bones and heals all
kinds of sickness.
