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FEBRUARY  14, 2016 
Scripture  Reflection 

Lent is the time when the church once again looks to 
the model of Jesus Christ as we turn with renewed vigor from 
the subtle snares of sin. If we are to align ourselves spiritu-
ally in solidarity with Jesus, conversion is vital, for conver-
sion is the lifeblood of repentance and the heartbeat of 
holiness. This requires our own personal spiritual acts of 
penance, but also actions with and on behalf of others, in 
the church and outside of the church, such as prayer for all 
those in need of conversion from sin. Jesus’ own battle 
with evil was not just a personal battle but a battle for the 
salvation of all humankind. 

 
Jesus thwarts temptation by relying on the word of    

God. When the evil one says to Jesus, “If you are the Son of 
God, command this stone to become a loaf of bread,” Jesus 
answers by citing Dt. 8:3: “One does not live by bread alone.” 
When the devil offers Jesus all the kingdoms of the world if 
only he would worship him, Jesus rebuffs him with Dt. 
6:13: “Worship the Lord your God, and serve only him.” 
Finally, when the devil challenges Jesus to show his depend-
ence upon God by testing his faith that God would save him, 
Jesus cites Dt. 6:16: “Do not put the Lord your God to the 
test.”  

 
Scripture is a bulwark against evil and essential for spiritual 

growth and conversion during Lent, but the devil also 
cites God’s word to Jesus in Luke’s temptation narra-
tive. This is why the corporate element of Lent is so essen-
tial, that we come together as a church to support one another 
in our spiritual practices, like Bible study and fasting, by 
worshiping together, by praying for one another and by turn-
ing our hearts to the perfect model, Jesus Christ. Even the 
best of spiritual practices can become temptations to sup-
port our own desires or needs, or to turn us away from God. For 
true conversion, we must allow holiness to be a support for us 
as we turn toward God together. 
 
Reflect on Jesus’ time in the desert and temptation. 
Which temptations are troubling you at this time? 
 
 Which sins do you need to turn away from? 
 
 How can you help others in their times of temptation?  
 
What help do you need as you turn from sin and temp-
tation to true conversion?

Ichthus: The Gospels took place around the Sea of Galilee, so fishing images resonated 
deeply with early Christians. According to St. Augustine, by the fourth century the Greek let-
ters for this word were used as an acrostic for “Jesus Christ, Son of God, Savior.” Tradition 
says that first-century Christians undergoing persecution used the ichthus as a way to com-
municate where meetings would be held.

Liturgical Reflection… 
 Ash Wednesday is when the Church began the forty day journey toward 
the Triduum (The Three Days) with the annual discipline of fasting, praying and 
giving alms. Ash Wednesday (February 10) and Good Friday (March 25) are days 
of fast and abstinence. All Fridays in Lent (February 12, 19, 26; March 4, 11, 18) are 
days of abstinence.  FASTING refers to only one full meal, with two small meals 
and no eating otherwise for the day.  ABSTIINANCE refers to not eating meat at all 
during the day.  The Church directs the holy FAST to all those in their 18th year until 
their 60th year (Canon 1252).  The ancient practice of fasting and abstaining can 
occur throughout other days in Lent.  This not obligatory and can take a variety of 
forms distinct from food.

Liturgical Reflection... 
Throughout the weeks of Lent in this Jubilee  of Mercy,  the 

Diocese  will reflect on the Corporal  Works of Mercy. These are seven  
ways to do almsgiving the forty  days  of Lent.  This first  week  the 
works,  to feed the  hungry and  give drink to the  thirsty are  high-
lighted. We share  our  own  resources  with  others. Have  you ever  
made  lunch  or dinner  for  the family  - or picked  dinner  up for 
someone at the drive-through? Ever made a peanut-butter-and-jelly 
sandwich for a younger sister or brother?  Ever poured a glass of milk 
or water for someone? Is there  a  place  in  your  community that  col-
lects  food  for  the  hungry?  Maybe  a monetary   donation   can  be  
given  to  aid  the  starving   and  thirsty   beyond  our borders.  To do 
this we may have  to go without  something we like to have,  but don't 
actually  need. God's mercy shines through  our acts.

Celebrating the Jubilee Year of Mercy at Easter 

 
Often the word “mercy” is associated with forgiveness or the 

removal of a well-deserved punishment. But in this year of mercy, 
it is good for us to reflect upon the broader vision laid out by Jesus: 

“For I was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty 
and you gave me drink, a stranger and you welcomed 

me, naked and you clothed me, ill and you cared for me, 
in prison and you visited me.” (Matthew 25:35–36) 

The Church teaches that there are seven corporal (of the body) and 
seven spiritual works of mercy. This Easter season, put one work of 

mercy into practice each week.  
 
Here are some ideas to get started: 
 
Week One: Feed the hungry. Buy gift cards or meals for people standing at street corners. Make a meal and 
deliver it to your local Catholic Worker house. Volunteer at a food pantry, food bank, or soup kitchen. Send a 
donation to Catholic Charities, Food for the Poor, Heifer International, or other worthy organizations you may 
know. 
 
Week Two: Shelter the homeless. The world is filled with refugees fleeing war, persecution, 
and brutalization. Is there a refugee resettlement office in your community or diocese? Call 
and ask what help is needed. 
 
Week Three: Clothe the naked. Go through your closets and storage, and collect clothing, 
furniture, and bedding to donate to shelters for abused women and children, to the Salvation 
Army, or to Goodwill. 
 
Week Four: Comfort the afflicted. Think of someone in your parish, neighborhood, or 
work community who is going through difficult times. Invite a widower to dinner; send a 
note of encouragement to someone in a tough family situation; or better yet, offer them a 
sympathetic ear. 
 
Week Five: Bear wrongs patiently. No one likes being unjustly accused or unfairly treated, 
but it’s easy to let petty slights and insults ruin our entire day. This week, pray for the grace to 
let go of the little things—from social media jabs to rude drivers and poor customer service. 
 
Week Six: Instruct the ignorant. Too often we approach conflicting points of view by 
assuming our own rightness and everyone else’s wrongness. This week, approach such 
conflicts by seeking to understand why your opponent holds a differing opinion. 
Beginning with mutual respect makes it more likely that you will be an effective witness. 
 
Week Seven: Forgive offenses willingly. Pride hampers both sides of the forgiveness 
equation. This week, practice humility both by apologizing without delay, and by 
graciously accepting apologies from others when they are offered.
