FEBRUARY  28, 2016 
Scripture  Reflection 
 

The story of Jesus’ encounter with the Samaritan 
woman is the first in a trilogy of readings from John on 
the Third, Fourth and Fifth Sundays of Lent. Jesus’ revela-
tion “I am he, the one speaking with you” is one of several “I 
am” statements found in John’s Gospel account. The 
entire story is rich with images of Baptism, Eucharist, and 
Reconciliation. In this intimate dialogue, Jesus reveals 
himself as the Messiah who comes from the Father to give 
water to all who thirst for eternal life. 

Perhaps the metaphor of thirst, even more than the 
metaphor of hunger, conveys the desperation of the 
soul’s need for God. We might pass a day or two or even 
more without food and experience only mild discomfort. 
But cut off from water, we are quickly afflicted with thirst; we 
experience it as an immediate threat to our life and health. 
The Samaritan woman must already feel the pangs of 
spiritual thirst. Though init ially disconcerted by being 
addressed by a Jewish man, she engages him in conversa-
tion, yearning for the living water that he offers, bringing 
relief to her life of spiritual longing. Lent is an opportunity 
to let ourselves feel our spiritual thirst and to welcome the liv-
ing water that Jesus offers. 

The key image in today’s readings is living water. 
Christians first experience this living water through Bap-
tism. During Lent the elect are preparing for Baptism, and 
the rest of us accompany them as we prepare to renew 
our baptismal vows at Easter. Rediscover the powerful 
reality of your Baptism. Focus your prayer this week on our 
baptismal promises so that you will be ready to renew them 
at  Easter. Baptism is central to Lenten spirituality.

The Altoona Quadrant Regional School Board is pleased to 
announce that the new regional school scheduled to open in 
the Altoona and Hollidaysburg areas will be called “Holy Trin-
ity Catholic School.” Families from the Catholic schools that 
will be regionalized chose the name among three options. A 
parent subcommittee was tasked with choosing possible names for the school, and then presenting 
the options to all families through an electronic survey. The respondents of the survey overwhelmingly 
were in favor of “Holy Trinity Catholic School,” and Bishop Mark L. Bartchak approved the name. 
Families also were in favor of “The Guardians” as the school mascot, and purple and gold as the 
school colors. 
  
Holy Trinity Catholic School, scheduled to open at the start of the 2016-2017 academic year, will in-
clude three campus locations. The Holy Trinity Altoona Campus will be located at the current Altoona 
Central Catholic School building; the Holy Trinity Hollidaysburg Campus will be located at the current 
Hollidaysburg Catholic School building. Both campuses will serve students in grades pre-k through 
four. The Holy Trinity Middle School Campus, open to students in grades five through eight, will be at 
the site of the current Saint Rose of Lima School building in Altoona. 
  
Pre-registration for Holy Trinity Catholic School continues to yield positive numbers, with formal regis-
tration scheduled for Catholic Schools Week, January 31-February 6. The Altoona Quadrant Regional 
School Board and its subcommittees continue to meet on a regular basis. Parent subcommittees, in-
cluding School Spirit, Athletics, and Development/Fundraising, are also meeting regularly.
