JESUS, SON OF THE LIVING FATHER,
HAVE MERCY ON ME, A SINNER

JUNE 5, 2016
Scripture Reflection

The account of Jesus raising from the dead the only
son of a mother, a widow, recalls a similar story of the
prophet Elijah healing the only son of a mother, a widow, in the
First Book of Kings. The fact that the women are widowed is an
important piece of information for understanding their
situations, especially since they are without any children.
A widow in antiquity could suffer terrible economic hardship if
she did not have an extended family network or personal re-
sources; for those without economic resources or male
family members, a life of poverty could be expected. The
mercy of God in these stories includes alleviating dire pov-
erty and social marginalization, but we should not reduce
mercy merely to economic suffering; God's mercy
reaches out to heal the ravages of broken hearts and hu-
man suffering.

This is the real, human loss, for even if these widows
were woman of means, they have lost their families. It is not
money they mourn but the love of their children and all the
joys that come with family life. This sorrow is what Jesus sees
when he gazes upon this scene, for “when the Lord saw her,
he had compassion for her and said to her, ‘Do not weep.”
Jesus heals her great loss, demonstrating God’s mercy
when he speaks the words, “Young man, | say to you, rise!”
and the boy is alive. When Elijah’s voice is heard by God,
the widow of Zarephath's son arises. Elijah brings the child
down to his mother and says, “See, your son is alive.” Both
of these cases indicate that mercy is at the heart of God's
dealing with humanity.

These readings are a sign of what we can do for those who
are in emotional, spiritual, psychological and physical need. All
of us at one time or another face loss, stress, crisis and dis-
tress, even if we are not alone or are not suffering poverty.
When we recognize our own need for compassion and how
friends, family, neighbors and strangers have cared for us in
those times, the actions of Elijah and Jesus point ustodowhatwe
can do. We can care and comfort people in distress, offering mercy
and helping them find the aid they need. God’s actions in
these miraculous events is intended to demonstrate God's
mercy in concrete instances, the same mercy and compassion
that God has for each of us. So, too, we are called to show
mercy to all in need.

Pope invites Christians to pray for children in Syria on June 1

VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- Pope Francis called on Catholics and Orthodox Christians to pray for children in Syria who are
suffering because of the ongoing conflict in the country.

"The children of Syria invite children from all over the world to join in their prayer for peace" on International Children's
Day June 1, he said.

Before praying the Angelus May 29, the pope said Catholic and Orthodox Christians would be taking part together in
the special prayer for peace and that the children were "the protagonists” by inviting all the world's children to unite with
them in prayer.

The joint Day of Prayer for Peace, sponsored by the Catholic charity Aid to the Church in Need, is one of several initia-
tives meant to promote peace in Syria.

The pope's invitation echoes that of Catholic leaders and Orthodox patriarchs in the country, who signed a joint mes-
sage inviting Christians around the world to join them in praying for peace.

The message says: "We pray to him -- the Christ, the king of the universe, who carries the world in his hand, in the
arms of his mother -- to bless all the children of Syria. We implore him, who alone can bring peace: 'Protect and save
the children of this land! Hear our prayers, now! Delay no longer in granting peace to our land! Look upon the tears of
the children; dry the tears of the mothers; let the cries of grief at last fall silent!"

Saints of the week

Norbert

1080-1134

FEAST JUNE 6

Born to a noble Rhineland family, Norbert led a courtier's life until age 35, when his spiritual conversion was triggered
by a violent thunderstorm. After ordination, he became an itinerant preacher and gave his worldly goods to the poor.
With Hugh of Fosse he started a community of canons regular in northern France that became the Premonstratensian
Canons. In 1126 Norbert was chosen archbishop of Magdeburg (Germany), where he faced opposition and risked his
own safety to recover church property.

Ephraem
c. 306 - 373

FEAST JUNE 9

Known to Syrian Christians as ‘the harp of the Holy Ghost,” this Mesopotamian from Nisibia was baptized at 18 and
may have accompanied his bishop to the Council of Nicaea in 325. He served as head of the cathedral school and left
Nisibia only after it became Persian. In 363 he moved to a cave overlooking Edessa but preached frequently in the city
and wrote many poems, hymns and biblical commentaries; he organized a choir of women to sing his hymns during
liturgies. About 370 he visited St. Basil in Caesarea. The winter before his death, he earned praise for managing relief
supplies during a severe famine in Edessa. Ephraem is the only Syrian father declared a doctor of the church.

FEAST JUNE 11

The story of this early missionary, a Cypriot Jew called Joseph, is told in the Acts of the Apostles. He was named
Barnabas (son of encouragement) by the Twelve Apostles when he sold property and gave them the money (4:36-37).
He introduced the convert Paul to the apostles (9:27), was officially sent by the Jerusalem church to Antioch (11:22-26),
was set apart with Paul by the Spirit for a mission to Cyprus (13:2), attended the Council of Jerusalem (15:12), and re-
turned to Cyprus with Mark (15:36-41). By tradition, he was martyred there.
