Body and Blood of Christ

PRECIOUS BLOOD

the old covenant, which Moses sealed by splashing the blood of animals on the altar of sacrifice, as well as on the peo-
ple. Jesus, whose blood is the blood of the new covenant, shed that precious blood on the cross, saving us from sin and
promising us everlasting life. Blood is the life source that courses through our bodies. The precious blood of Christ is
the life source for our spirits. Today may we, like the psalmist, offer a sacrifice of thanksgiving to the Lord, whose Body
and Blood strengthen us to bring the Good News to everyone we meet.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The origins of today’s solemnity lie in thirteenth-century Belgium. In those days, people seldom received
Holy Communion, and never from the chalice. A nun in a troubled convent, Juliana of Liége, devoted her life to stirring
up love for the Eucharist, lobbying for a feast day to honor the Blessed Sacrament with Masses and processions.

Juliana may have been inspired by the Ascension Day processions in nearby Bruges. Crusaders brought a
treasure home to Bruges from Constantinople in 1204: a reliquary said to contain a cloth from Joseph of Arimathea
with which he had helped prepare the body of Jesus for burial. The stain on the cloth was said to be the holy blood itself,
and so the people of Bruges built a great basilica to house the relic. Bruges became a great center of pilgrimage be-
cause of this treasure, and the procession of the Holy Blood is still one of the greatest festivals in Belgium today. The
bishop carries the relic through the narrow streets, and the people wear medieval costumes and act out scenes from the
Bible.

Scripture Reflection

For the Jews of Jesus’ day, the Temple was where
divine and human mingled. Pilgrims came from
desert lands to worship and take joy in the Temple’s
cool courtyards. Jesus would later be recognized as
a walking Temple, an individual in whom divine and
human met. Today, God and humans meet in
humble service, love, and especially the celebration
of the Eucharist.
In the Gospel account, just prior to his Death, Jesus
shares his last meal with his disciples. There he
blesses bread, gives it to his disciples, and tells
them “Take it; this is my body,” He then blesses the
wine, and tells them to drink of it for “This is the
blood of the covenant which will be shed for many.”
Through the shedding of his blood in his Death,
Jesus establishes a new covenant between God and
his people.
Meditate on these lines from a homily of St. John
Chrysostom: “"How many of you say: | wish | could
see Christ’'s form and figure, his clothing, his
shoes!’ Indeed! You do see him; you do touch him;
you even eat him. And you want to see his clothes?!
Really! (Christ) has given you the ability not only to
see him, but to eat and touch and take him within
yourselves” (Sermon 82 on Matthew translated by
Nathan Mitchell).
Strengthened by the cup they all shared, the
disciples came to believe not only that Jesus rose
from the dead, but that he loved them and wanted
them to continue his mission. We celebrate our
participation in this mission today. Loved by God in
spite of our sins, we share the cup the disciples
drank. With Christ as our body, and with his blood
in our veins, we go forth to continue his saving
work.

One gets the impression there was always a lot of sharing, discussion and learning during the many
meals Jesus and the disciples ate together. How does this compare to the meals in your home? Today’s
gospel challenges us to make our meals more than physical functions and more a time for sharing.

Catholics and Miracles

A huge portion of Christ’s ministry was devoted to healing through miracles. The gospels record
about 37 miracles, and “Jesus performed many other signs in the presence of his disciples which are
not recorded in this book.” (John 20:30).

In addition, most of the more than 10,000 official saints have a miracle attributed to their devout
prayer and faith. We are a church of miracles—of mysteries that cannot be easily explained. Even as
we pray for miracles, however—that the cancer is cured, that a disability be taken away—we recognize
that what seems like an unanswered prayer may also be the movement of God. We recognize that both

miracles and suffering in the absence of a miracle can lead us to deeper faith.
